An addition to the by-laws is a binding, written motion that becomes a part of the existing by-laws
of the chapter. In order to pass, it requires an affirmative vote of 50%, plus one, of the eligible voting members
present.

An amendment to the by-laws is a binding written motion that can either remove or adjust a particular

and specific section of the current by-laws. In order to pass, it requires an affirmative vote of 66%, plus one,
of the eligible voting members present.
